e Afeast of the Conception of Mary began in the
Eastern church in the 7th century. It came to the
West in the 8th century and in the 11th century it
received the name, the Immaculate Conception. In
the 18th century it became a feast of the universal
church

o In 1854 Pius IX issued the infallible statement:
"The most Blessed Virgin Mary, in the first instant
of her conception, by a singular grace and privilege
granted by almighty God, in view of the merits of
Jesus Christ, the savior of the human race was
preserved free from all stain of original sin."

e This privilege of Mary derives from God's having
chosen her as Mother of the Savior; thus she
received the benefits of salvation in Christ from the
very moment of her conception. This great gift to
Mary, an ordinary human being just like us, was
fitting because she was destined to be the Mother
of God. The purity and holiness of the Blessed
Virgin Mary is a model for all Christians

e When Catholics celebrate the Solemnity of Mary
Mother of God we are not only honoring Mary, who
was chosen among all women throughout history
to bear God incarnate, but we are also honoring
our Lord, who is fully God and fully human. Calling
Mary "mother of God" is the highest honor we can
give Mary. Just as Christmas honors Jesus as the
"Prince of Peace," the Solemnity of Mary Mother of
God honors Mary as the "Queen of Peace" This
solemnity, falling on New Year's Day, is also

designated the World Day of Peace (David Bennett
